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Mutual Ministry Review

Dear Saints of John,

The Vestry will embark on our
annual retreat during the weekend
of Jan, 29- 31, The retreat is the one
time each year when the members of the Vestry
spend an entire weekend together in fellowship
and team building. It's an opportunity for the
group to welcome the newly-elected Vestry
members, to  review our goals and
accomplishments from the past year, identify
problems and areas of concern, and to establish
new goals and priorities for the coming year.

During last year's retreat, the WVestry
established the following goals and priorities for
20090 more stable parish finances; enhanced
pastoral care efforts; commence the long-awaited
construction project to install the new grease trap
and sewer lines; and achieve membership growth
within the parish.

These goals that we established last year
followed from the objectives and priorities set
forth in our Parish Profile, which was created

during  the Rector search process in
2008: strengthen our Christian formation
pragram,  especially for  children and
youth; continue our traditions in liturgy,

preaching and music, grounded in the Anglican
choral tradition; honor our legacy as an open and
welcoming community; maintain and improve
our physical buildings and grounds; expand our
social outreach ministries by seeking out unmet
needs in the community; and continue to engage
in ecumenical and interfaith activities.

The annual retreat is an appropriate time
for the Vestry to review our prior goals, evaluate
our progress, and determine new goals and
priorities for the coming year. This year's retreat
is also an appropriate time for the Vestry and the
Rector to conduct a Mutual Ministry
Review. Susan+ has served as our Rector now for
18 months, and Ann+ has been with us for the
past 12 months. Diocesan Canon Donald Vinson
has accepted our invitation to serve as our
facilitator for this review process during the
retreat.

A Mutual Ministry Review is a way for a
parish to ask “How are we doing?” The review is

a two-way street, providing an exchange of
feedback between the Rector and the Vestry, to see
if we have supported each other in our shared
parish ministries, It is a time to celebrate what
has been done well and to understand what might
be done better.

The emphasis of the mutual review process
is to celebrate our successes and to identify and
resolve our challenges. A successful Mutual
Ministry Review helps everyone feel affirmed,
supported and encouraged in their ministries.
Problems need to be tactfully but clearly identified
and explored to find solutions. The review will
examine our strengths and opportunities as well as
our weaknesses and problems. The review must
steer a careful path between the extremes -- it
should be neither a “shower of praise” nor a
“shower of complaints.”

In preparation for the Retreat, the members
of the Vestry will have to do some
homework. Each Vestry member will be asked to
answer the following questions at the retreat:

What was the highlight of our parish ministry
this past year? What was the most positive
activity at St. John's during the past year?

Which areas of our parish ministry are going
well and are successful?

Which areas of parish ministry have seen
positive changes and improvements during Lhe
past year at St. John's?

Which areas of parish ministry do you feel
need attention or improvement? Which of these
issues should be a priority in 2010 ?

What are your “dreams” for the future of St,
John's?

The members of the Vestry will be
pondering these questions in the coming weeks as
we prepare for the Retreat, If you are inclined to
share your thoughts and suggestions, now is your
opportunity to answer these same
questions. Comments which are submitted
anonymously will not be considered. Please feel
free to provide your answers to these questions to
Susan+ or me or any other Vestry member for

consideration during the Mutual Ministry
Eeview.
