Manna Meal Kitchen Renovation Project By John Canfield

The Board of Directors of Manna Meal has submitted an exciting project to St. John's for
our consideration and approval.

Through the generosity of a private donor -- the Henry Wehrle Family and
Foundation -- a major gift has been pledged to Manna Meal for the purpose of renovating
the church kitchen at St. John's.

This gift will provide for a complete renovation of the entire kitchen, with new
equipment and appliances and a newly designed work flow. It is anticipated that the
construction will take approximately four months. If the Vestry approves this project, it Senior Warden
is hoped that construction will begin in August or September. John Canéild

Manna Meal will continue to operate and serve meals in Hunter Hall during the
construction. Hunter Hall alsso will remain open and available for church functions. The kitchen itself will
not be usable during this period. Manna Meal will make other arrangements for the preparation of meals at
outside locations to be served in Hunter Hall during the construction.

Once completed, the only noticeable change in Hunter Hall will be a slightly smaller stage area (a
shallower stage -- same width, but not as deep). As part of this project, the Wehrle Family also has committed
to purchase a portable modular stage system for St. John's which can be used for parish events.

The entire cost of this project will be covered completely by the donation to Manna Meal. St. John's will
pay nothing and will incur no expenses whatsoever for this project. Our Parish Chancellor Warren Upton is
working with the Manna Meal Board to prepare the necessary legal documents for this project.

The end result of this project will be a completely new state-of-the art commercial kitchen which will
benefit the Manna Meal program greatly. This is consistent with our long-term commitment to Manna Meal
thru the major sewer project we completed here last year. These renovations will enable the Manna Meal
program to continue to function at St. John's for many years to come. Thanks to parishioners Forrest Akers and
June Halloran for their input and assistance with the design of this
project on behalf of St. John's, and to Beth Marquart as our Vestry
Liaison to Manna Meal.

Design diagrams of the proposed renovations will be on
display in Hunter Hall each Sunday during Coffee Hour following
the 10:30 a.m. service.

The Vestry will consider this proposal for final approval at
its June meeting. Please feel free to contact Manna Meal Director
Jean Simpson, Senior Warden John Canfield or Rector Susan
Latimer if you have any questions about this project.

Diana Masso and Mary Fitzgerald represented the
Straight and Gay Alliance (SAGA) at St. John's
Episcopal Church during the Province III Synod in
Martinsburg, WV, April 25-26. Province III is
located in the mid-Atlantic region and includes the
13 dioceses in Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland,
Virginia, West Virginia and Washington, D.C.

There were several exhibitors in the Ministries
Fair, including representatives of the following
ministries: youth, anti-racism, higher education,
Episcopal Relief and Development, as well as the
River Adventure Program in southwestern Virginia.

Mary and Diana had plenty of opportunities to
explain the mission of SAGA, sell a few books, and
collect some email addresses for those interested in
keeping up with SAGA’s news. Conversations
during meals and exhibitor periods brought new
connections - and possible friendships - along with
increased awareness of ministries within our
Province. They also learned more about ministries
in our own parish, such as St. John’s being the home
parish to one of only two Vergers in the Diocese of
West Virginia, Dr. Robert Westmoreland! Prayer,
fellowship, education - a great way to spend a
couple of days away.
