Our annual Parish Meeting will be held on Sunday, Nov. 
14, at 9:15 a.m. in Hunter Hall.   A continental breakfast 
will be provided by the Parish Life Committee. 

One of the most important items of business during 
this meeting will be the election of four new Vestry 
members to replace the retiring members whose terms are 
expiring.  We will also elect three delegates to represent St. 
John’s next year at the 2011 West Virginia Episcopal 
Diocesan Convention.   Other business items will include a 
financial report from the treasurer and a state of the parish 
report from the rector. 

Pursuant to the Canons of the Episcopal Diocese of 
West Virginia, only those persons who are:   (1)  baptized;  
(2)  age 16 years or older;  and (3) have been regular 
worshippers and regular contributors known to the 
treasurer for the three-month period immediately 
preceding the election are eligible to cast election ballots 
during an annual meeting. 

As was the case last year, absentee ballots will not be 
used for this year's election.  Persons wishing to cast ballots 
to elect Vestry members and convention delegates must 
attend the Parish Meeting in person.  Balloting will take 
place in Hunter Hall from 9:15 a.m. until the start of the 
10:30 worship service.  Ballots will not be distributed or 
collected in the sanctuary once worship begins at 10:30 
a.m. 

You may recall that the issue of absentee ballots 
arose last year.   At that time the Diocesan Chancellor 
advised that the use of absentee ballots for elections at the 
annual Parish Meeting is not permitted by the Canons of 
our church.  In response to that situation, our St. John's 
Vestry approved a resolution earlier this year calling for a 
change in the Canons to permit the use of absentee 
ballots.   The resolution was crafted by our Convention 
Alternate Beth Marquart and was taken to the Diocesan 
Convention last month by our Delegates Brooks McCabe, 
Beth Hamrick and Michelle Walker.    Our Rector Susan 
Latimer spoke in favor of the resolution on behalf of St. 
John's at the convention.   

However, our resolution was referred to the 
Diocese's Canons and Constitution Committee for further 
review.   That committee will report back on our proposal 
at the Diocesan Convention next year in 2011  -- at which 
time the convention may or may not take action.   

In the meantime, the use of absentee ballots is still 
not permitted by the Canons of our Diocese for elections 
during the annual Parish Meeting.   

All parishioners are encouraged to attend this 
important meeting.

Time to Show Our Commitment 
to the Community

I am writing this piece having just listened to Beth and 
Page Hamrick’s wonderful stewardship talk at church.  
For those of you that missed it, Beth and Page talked 
about the fact that stewardship for them was about pride.  
They explained that they give not out of guilt, but because 
they are proud of our church.  I could not agree more.  I 
was initially drawn to St. John’s over a decade ago 
because of the community work the church has done. 
Between Manna Meal, Covenant House, and the many 
other social justice causes, St. John’s felt to me like a 
community to which I wanted to belong, and to which I 
wanted to contribute. 
 Our stewardship theme this year is “Community 
is Our Passion.”  The theme represents what has always 
been the draw of St. John’s –- the community. The legacy 
of St. John’s has been an outgrowth of our community and 
our commitment to making the community outside our 
doors a better place.  It is important for people to think 
about that when they consider their pledges this year. 
 Just like most churches and other non-profit 
organizations, we have been hurt by the recession.  And it 
was just in time for the economic downturn that we 
needed some important, and costly, updates to our 
physical plant.  When I returned to the Vestry this January 
and saw in our first meeting that our budget constraints 
had resulted in the slashing of the Outreach budget to 
$500, I was astounded.  I had hoped at that time the 
reduction was a temporary fix, and that as the economy 
improved, we could work our way back to the current 
levels.  Now is the time for us to work our way back to 
funding our programs at levels consistent with our 
priorities.  It is time for us to show our commitment to 
community. 
 Most of you are aware that Manna Meal –- the 
constant reminder of St. John’s passion for community –- 
is undergoing an upgrade.  The funds to make this 
exciting new upgrade possible have been generously 
donated.  My point is that St. John’s does not bear any of 
this cost.  But of course we will benefit greatly from the 
improvements.  We should see the Manna Meal upgrade 
as a challenge and an opportunity for St. John’s to match 
this commitment to our community at large.   
 Stewardship is about us taking care of our church. 
We are St. John’s.  Who is going to take care of St. John’s if 
not us?  Where are the next generation of community 
organizations and social justice programs going to 
originate in Charleston if not here?  And despite the 
conflict that has burdened us over the past two years, we 
need to keep up the good work that we have always done 
-– the work that has made us all so proud. 

  

So when you consider your pledge this year, 
recall your passion for community.  Think about what you 
can do to make the St. John’s community and the 
community outside our doors a better place.  Consider 
whether you are committed, as I am, to overcoming the 
barriers we have experienced in our parish and in the 
economy to fulfill the St. John’s legacy.  Let’s tap into the 
pride Beth and Page talked about –- the pride we all have 
in our church.

Update on the Manna Meal  
Kitchen Project                         by John 
Canfield 
 

The Vestry has approved the construction project 
proposed by Manna Meal's Board of Directors to renovate 
the church kitchen. 

Through the generosity of a private donor  --  the 
Henry Wehrle Family and Foundation  --  a major gift has 
been pledged to Manna Meal for the purpose of 
renovating the church kitchen at St. John's.  This gift will 
provide for a complete renovation of the entire kitchen, 
with new equipment and appliances and a newly-
designed work flow.   

Construction is expected to begin around Nov. 1 
and is anticipated to take approximately four months.   
Manna Meal will continue to operate and will serve cold 
meals in Hunter Hall during the construction.   Hunter 
Hall also will remain open and available for church 
functions.  The kitchen itself will not be usable during this 
period.   We have offered Manna Meal the use of empty 
space next door in the St. Elizabeth House building during 
construction.   Manna Meal will use that space as a "cold 
food preparation" area, while continuing to serve meals in 
Hunter Hall. 

  Once completed, the only noticeable change in 
Hunter Hall will be a slightly smaller stage area (a 
shallower stage  --  same width, but not as deep).  As part 
of this project, the Wehrle Family also has committed to 
purchase a portable modular stage system for St. John's 
which can be used for parish events. 

The entire cost of this project will be covered 
completely by the generous donation to Manna Meal.   St. 
John's will pay nothing and will incur no expenses 
whatsoever for this project.   

The end result of this project will be a completely 
new state-of-the art commercial kitchen which will benefit 
the Manna Meal program greatly.    This is consistent with 
our long-term commitment to Manna Meal through the 
major sewer project we completed here last year.   

We all know that any remodeling project is messy 
and frustrating.  I ask that we all do our best to tolerate 
the temporary disruptions and to keep our eye on the end 
result  -- a wonderful new kitchen that will better serve 
both Manna Meal and St. John's for generations to come.
