Since 1822, St. John‟s Episcopal Church has been a 
vibrant community of people with a vision. We have 
been a church, not only concerned but actively taking 
part in a social gospel that has transformed thousands of 
lives. We have been a community that has gone through 
its share of joy and triumph as well as times of conflict 
and despair. However, I believe we are known best as a 
community committed to loving our neighbor as 
ourselves.  

Over the years we have been a leader in 
community outreach. Manna Meal stands as a prime 
example of one of the strongest commitments we have 
made towards social justice.

If a brother or sister is naked and lacks food, 
and one of you says to them „Go in peace; keep warm 
and eat your fill,‟ and yet you do not supply their bodily 
needs, what is the good of that? So faith by itself, if it 
has not works, is dead.” How have we lived out this 
message? Have we turned away the hungry? Have we 
turned away the person dying from Aids? Or have we 
seen our neighbors who are across the street, across the 
pew or at the altar through the eyes of the Savior? Over 
the years we have had a vital role in doing ministry, not 
just preaching about it. We have lived out the gospel in 
a caring and compassionate way.  

 

 
 
 

St. John‟s has many different services to meet the 
spiritual needs as well as educate those who choose to 
come here. We have an excellent music program that 
respects the sacred and offers an atmosphere conducive 
for thoughtful worship. We have a children‟s and youth 
ministry that focuses on the “wholeness” of our youth. 
We have Education for Ministry, small group 
discussions, Adult Forum, etc. The list is endless of the 
offerings for the Saints of John that enables us to build 
community through worship and fellowship. All of 
these ministries come at a cost. But when we work 
together and give together the cost is very small in 
comparison to the benefits and blessings we receive.

Dear Saints of John, 
As many of you know, I attended a National Church conference called 

CREDO this summer.  The focus of CREDO is Clergy Wellness.  The conference 
offered an opportunity to reflect upon one‟s life in totality, including the broad areas 
of spiritual life, vocational direction, health, and finances.  As a part of the CREDO 
conference, priests are encouraged to develop personal goals that cover all of these 
areas.  I want to share with you some of the goals that directly relate to my role as 
rector and priest of St. John‟s.   

First of all, I want to get to know the congregation at a deeper level, and provide opportunities for you 
to get to know me better as well.  Now that the critical building issues, administration issues, and children and 
youth programming have been well attended to, I am focusing more on relationships than tasks –- or another 
way to put that is that I am focusing on “Being” more than “Doing.”   To that end, I have been meeting one-on-
one with many of you whom I don‟t know as well, and would like to meet with as many folks as possible over 
the coming year.  Please call or e-mail me and we‟ll find a time to have lunch, coffee, (or tea!).  Beginning this 
month, Monday afternoons between 1:30 and 3:30 will be “drop-in” times –- a time when folks who don‟t want 
to make an appointment can just drop in to see me in my office.   

The Wednesday evening class, Living the Heart of Christianity, is another way for me to get to know 
people in a small group setting, as we share our questions and spiritual journeys with one another.    All are 
welcome.  I will be leading other small group book discussions during the year as well.  I will continue to focus 
on pastoral care, spiritual formation, leadership development and outreach, as well as looking for ways that 
we can live more deeply into our mission: “We reach out into the world in Christ‟s name, that all may find a 
home in God‟s healing love.”   

This month also brings our Alban Institute consultant, Susan Nienaber, who will be with us the 
weekend of Sept. 17-19.  I encourage everyone to be a part of this work, sign up for a small group, let your 
voice be heard, come and share what is most important for you as a member of the Saints of John! 

I continue to be grateful for the dedication and faithfulness of our parish leaders, especially the 
Wardens and Vestry.  I am blessed by my ministry with all of you.

Editorõs Note: The following is a reprint from the 
August issue of Interchange 

 

Dear Saints of John: 
 

              As most of you know, the Vestry has hired a 
consultant from The Alban Institute to work with 
our congregation.   I want to explain why we made 
this decision and how the consulting process will 
work. 

The Alban Institute is a nationally known 
organization that specializes in issues of church 
leadership, development, and conflict 
management.   In light of some of the recent conflicts 
within our parish, and the desire to address the 
development of our parish, the Vestry decided that 
we would benefit from retaining an experienced 
consultant to work with us to manage the conflict 
that already exists, to prepare us for any future 
conflicts which may arise, and to help guide us 
towards the future. 

Every congregation, and for that matter 
every family and every group of people, will 
occasionally have to deal with conflict.   This is not 
unusual.   The question is not whether we will have 
conflict, but rather, how do we deal with conflict 
when it comes.   

We are fortunate to have retained the 
Reverend Susan Nienaber to work with us.   Susan is 
a senior consultant with The Alban Institute and has 
extensive training and experience in working with 
congregations on a variety of issues.   Susan is 
scheduled to be with us here at St. John‟s from 
Thursday evening, Sept. 16, through Sunday 
afternoon, Sept. 19.    

During her visit, Susan will do a number of 
things.   She will conduct individual interviews with 
clergy, staff, and lay leaders in the church.   She will 
meet with the Vestry.   She will also meet with 
interested parishioners through a series of small 
group sessions.  These group meetings will be held 
on Friday, Sept. 17,  Saturday, Sept. 18, and Sunday, 
Sept. 19. 

During these group meetings, Susan will ask 
participants to “tell me what is most important for 
me to know” about this congregation.    

The Vestry has appointed a Task Force to 
handle the scheduling and logistics of Susan‟s visit 
to St. John‟s.  The Task Force members are Michelle 
Walker, Diana Masso, Brian Hamra and myself.  

Brenda Dearien in the church office will manage the 
sign-ups for these small group meetings.   The dates 
and times for the various group meetings are 
attached below.    If you would like to participate in 
one of these group sessions, you are encouraged to 
register for a session after church on Sundays.  Or, 
you may call Brenda in the church office at 304-346-
0359 during regular business hours to register for a 
session.    

Conducting these meetings will allow Susan 
to gather information from a wide variety of 
sources.  Approximately four to six weeks after her 
visit, Susan will return again to share her 
recommendations about how we can best move 
forward as a congregation.  

If you have any questions about this process, 
please feel free to call me or one of the other 
members of the Task Force. 

I applaud the Vestry for taking this 
important step.  I am confident that this process will 
provide all of us with a fresh opportunity to discern 
who we are and what we expect in our parish life at 
St. John‟s.

Nursery  
 

Nursery care is available at St. John‟s on Sundays from 9 a.m. to 12 noon for infants 
through 5-year-olds. This schedule coincides with our Sunday classes which begin at 9:15 
a.m. Parents are responsible for coming upstairs to pick up their children at The Peace, just 
prior to Communion, or children may remain in the nursery for the entire service. Parents 
may also stay in the nursery with their child.   

  

Toddler Transition  
 

For the 2-and 3-year-olds we are offering “Let the Children Come,” a curriculum in the 
Living the Good News series. Toddlers will meet in the toddler room of the nursery (adjoins 
the infant room) with Amita Janeshek, nursery staff person. The story takes place during 
the Liturgy of the Word, the first part of the worship service, before the children join their 
families for the Holy Communion. The curriculum introduces children to Bible stories told 
using materials similar to the Godly Play, hence a “transition” to their next class. 

  

Godly Play  
 

Godly Play is an imaginative method of presenting scripture stories to children.  “Learning 
the power and richness of the Christian tradition‟s way of communicating is like learning 
art,” writes Jerome Berryman, founder of Godly Play. Like art, you have to use it to learn it 
and practice it in order to claim it as your own. Berryman writes about this distinctive 
approach to formation: “Godly Play offers a contemporary and child-accessible version of 
the ancient spiritual practice of lectio divina: holy reading, wondering, and responding to 
the Bible‟s sacred stories.  Instead of analyzing God‟s word, the children meditate in an 
artistic and kinesthetic way. Godly Play helps children know God and the Bible instead of 
simply knowing about God or about the Bible.” If you find yourself wondering more, and 
imagining what it is like to reflect on the scriptures in this holy way, join us for orientation. 
On Thursday, Sept. 16, from 6 to 8 p.m. we will have a Godly Play Orientation for parents 
of children age three through second grade. This introduction is open to anyone who is 
interested in experiencing this Montessori-based Christian formation curriculum for young 
children. All four of our teachers have been to extensive training by the Godly Play 
Foundation. This class is for children grades PK-2. 
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St. Johnõs Eagles 
 

Children in grades 3-6 will be together in one group this fall 
in their second floor “Eagle‟s Nest” classroom. Their „nest‟ 
was refurbished last fall and is a bright open classroom. The 
Eagles class follows the Episcopal Children‟s Curriculum, a 
three-year thematic program. Last year was the “Shell” year 
focused on baptism. This fall we begin the “Chalice” year 
where they will focus on Holy Communion. The units 
include Old Testament stories, aspects of the liturgy, and 
the parables of Jesus. This class is taught by a team of 
teachers.  
  

Journey to Adulthood  
 

This is the title of the widely-used Episcopal youth ministry 
curriculum. The program includes three separate youth 
groups. Each youth group is together for a two-year 
segment of the curriculum. This year, for the first time, we 
will be introducing the senior high group: Young Adults in 
the Church or YAC. Our youth program at St. John‟s, The 
Journey to Adulthood is Rite 13 (6th & 7th graders), J2A (8th & 
9th graders) and YAC (10th to 12th graders).  Each group 
meets, at the same time, about twice a month, Sundays at 
9:15 a.m. Our calendar is set for the year, coordinated to 
work smoothly alongside the Kanawha Country Schools 
calendar.  
  

Rite 13 
 

This group of youth in grades 6-7 will all be turning 13 
years old during their time as a Rite 13 group. That‟s where 
the “Rite 13” title comes from for their group, the ceremony 
that marks their transition to womanhood and manhood. 
The new Rite 13 group recently got together for a cookout at 
Hugh Latimer‟s (Rector Susan Latimer‟s home) with their 
new mentors: Julie McQuerrey, Bren Pomponio, and 
Maggie McCabe. They are off to a „swimmingly‟ good start! 
  

J2A  
 

The new J2A group also meets Sundays at 9:15 a.m. about 
twice a month. Their in-depth curriculum focuses on 
exploring faith and identity: Who am I as a person? Who am 
I as a person of faith? How will I express my faith? This is 
the class that culminates by going on a pilgrimage together 
(remember the New York City pilgrimage this past June). 
This new class will be planning an “Urban Adventure” this  

year (or a rural adventure, as the case may be here in West 
Virginia) to discover what it‟s like to work together as a 
group. Their new mentors will be announced soon. They, 
too, will have a cookout to kick-off their new journey 
together with their leaders. 
  

YAC  
 

This is the newest addition to St. John‟s youth ministry. The 
Young Adults in the Church (YAC) is last year‟s pilgrims. 
They become a “new” group in that they will have new 
mentors and a new curriculum (the third segment of The 
Journey to Adulthood curriculum). Their program focuses on 
continuing to explore faith. During this two-year segment of 
the curriculum, they will plan a local mission trip, discern 
their individual ministries, and write a statement of faith. 
Their new mentors also will be announced very soon!

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Annual Parish Meeting and Elections

We will hold our annual Parish Meeting on Sunday, 
Nov. 14, at 9:15 a.m. in Hunter Hall.   A continental 
breakfast will be provided by the Parish Life 
Committee. 

One of the most important items of business 
during this meeting will be the election of four new 
Vestry members to replace the retiring members 
whose terms are expiring.  The make-up of our 
Vestry should reflect the general diversity of St. 
John‟s and represent the various demographic 
groups within our parish. 
 We will also elect three delegates to represent 
St. John‟s next year at the 2011 West Virginia 
Episcopal Diocesan Convention. 
 The following requirements and expectations 
for Vestry membership at St. John‟s were adopted by 
our Vestry in 2007. 
 

Requirements 
 A person who wishes to serve God and the 
Church as a member of the Vestry of St. John‟s 
Episcopal Church must: 

¶ Be a member of St. John‟s confirmed in or 
received in the Episcopal Church; 

¶ Be at least 18 years of age; 

¶ Be a regular worshipper at St. John‟s for the 
past six months; 

¶ Be known to the treasurer as a regular 
contributor in the support of St. John‟s;   and 

¶ Subscribe to the following declaration:  “I do 
believe the Holy Scriptures to be the Word of God and to 
contain all things necessary to Salvation; and I yield my 
allegiance to the Protestant Episcopal Church, and my 
adherence to its doctrines, discipline and worship; and 
promise to serve as a member of the Vestry of St. Johnõs 
Church, Charleston, WV, with fidelity.”  (Canon 13, sec. 
4; Canon 14, sec. 1, Diocese of West Virginia.) 
 

Expectations 
 A person who wishes to serve on the Vestry is 
expected to: 

¶ Be supportive of the different ministries of the 
parish, attending as many parish-wide events as 
possible; 

¶ Attend all meetings of the Vestry unless a 
family or business emergency prevents attendance;  
and 

¶ Attend the annual overnight Vestry retreat. 
 

          The outgoing members of our 2010 Vestry will 
serve as our Nominating Committee (John Canfield, 
Brian Hamra, Beth Marquart and Parker Smith).    If 
you‟d like to suggest someone for consideration by 
the Nominating Committee as a potential Vestry 
candidate or convention delegate, please ask that 
person‟s permission and then submit his or her name 
to Senior Warden John Canfield no later than 
Monday, Oct. 4.

I‟m reminded of a hymn entitled “There Shall 
Be Showers of Blessings.” Showers of blessings can 
come in many different forms. One that occurred at 
St. John‟s, many years ago, came in the form of a bird. 
It‟s a story of how one lady could be reverent but 
then in some way still find humor in the holy. It is a 
story about “bird poop” and the Choir of St. John‟s. 
During one of the services, some years ago, some 
birds got into the church and were swooping down 
over the congregation. One of those birds flew over 
the choir and “pooped” on one of the ladies. She 
exclaimed, “I got it.” Was this a holy moment for her 
as when the Spirit of God came down in the form of a 
dove and rested on Jesus or when the tongues of fire 
descended on the disciples on the day of Pentecost? 
She immediately got up from the choir stall,

went and cleaned up. She then returned and 
reverently acknowledged the cross again before 
returning to her seat. Have you had moments in your 
life that you felt “pooped on” and then realized that 
you actually “got it.” God indeed has a wonderful 
sense of humor and uses the parables of life to teach 
us lessons about each other. This is one of those 
stories that make us laugh and feel connected to each 
other. It‟s a story that reminds us that we are a family 
on a journey together experiencing a gamma of 
emotions. God indeed speaks to us in ways that are 
relevant for each individual and situation.  

What does our future hold? Can we continue 
to minister to the disenfranchised, the poor, the 
person seeking spiritual wholeness, the one 
struggling with the stresses of daily life? Will we be a 
community that loves each other as much as we love 
those we help? Will we in the words of Jesus “love 
one another as I have loved you”? It‟s important to 
respect the history we have lived as the church 
known as St. John‟s. It‟s also important that we look 
to the future to see what we want to become. 
However, we must foremost look to see how we can 
live today in community with one another and live 
the holy life God has ordained for us.  

Mal 3:10 (NRSV) “Bring the full tithe into the 
storehouse, so that there may be food in my house , 
and thus put me to the test, says the Lord of hosts; see 
if I will not open the windows of heaven for you and 
pour down for you an overflowing blessing.” God 
has blessed us with abundance. From God all the 
blessings of this life come. When we give to St. John‟s, 
we are giving back to God. The storehouse is a place 
for God‟s treasures of tithes. The storehouse takes 
care of the building and ministries of St. John‟s.  

As your treasurer, and a member of the 
Stewardship Committee, I ask you to think about 
your reason for giving. I know that I give because 
God has given much to me but asks so little in return. 
When we give from our heart and as a desire to thank 
God for the blessing of life, we have assurance that 
God will bless us.

The Practice of Intinction 
 

Ever wonder how intinction, the eucharistic practice 
of dipping bread into an individual cup in lieu of the 
partaking of the common cup, came to be? The 
following item was printed in the Palm Sunday 
service leaflet in 1920: 

“The Rector‟s letter to the congregation 
announced that intinction would be used at the 8 
o‟clock celebration of the Holy Communion on Easter 
Day. This practice will be continued for a period of 
time at each service on the third Sunday of the 
month. 

“Intinction is the name given to the practice of 
dipping the bread in the wine before administering to 
the communicant and thus administering both 
elements by one act. It is the usage of the Greek 
Church. 

“It is understood that there are some 
communicants in the parish who have scruples 
regarding the use of the common cup. The number 
may not be large; probably it is not. But we shall not 
know until we have made a test. The practice of 
intinction will afford an opportunity to engage 
reverently in this highest privilege and duty of every 
member of the Christian Church.” 

 

Slowly, Women Were Recognized 
  

Although women finally received voting privileges in 
1920, note this entry in a parish meeting notes of 
1924: 

“Mr. Malcolm Jackson presented a matter 
which led to unanimous adoption of the following 
resolution: 

“Resolved that the vestry be directed to 
appoint a committee to investigate and report to the 
next parish meeting the possibilities of and 
organization for deliberate and advisory purposes 
which would represent the women and other factors 
in the parish.”
